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ANALYSIS OF THE STANDARD OF LIVING IN RUSSIA IN THE CONDITIONS OF
ECONOMIC REFORMS

The level of life and welfare of Russian citizens is currently seriously affected by the
sanctions policies of Western countries, the fall in oil prices, the decline in industrial
production, as well as inflationary expectations of the population.

The real incomes of the average Russian dropped significantly, many people began to seek
the opportunity for a better life abroad, leaving for the far abroad countries as labor migrants.
The main areas of labor migration were the countries of the European Union, the United States
and Canada. Especially many Russian labor migrants today in Germany and Spain, although in
the rest of Western Europe and North America there are many of them.

The standard of living in Russia can be considered in two aspects: the level of life in
different regions and cities of the country, and also in comparison with other countries of the
world.

The rating of Russian regions and cities, compiled following the results of 2017, did not
bring surprises. On the first line of the rating was predicted to be Moscow. With a very small
margin follows St. Petersburg. The third place was taken by residents of the Moscow region,
which was also not unexpected.

The level of welfare of the first ten regions is due to their industrial potential, the
availability of high-tech industries and a high level of wages. Also we can say about the
developed sphere of services and social sphere.

The lower line of the rating is occupied by the Republic of Tuva, the two previous lines
are occupied, respectively, by Ingushetia and Kalmykia. Both the group of leaders and the
group of outsiders practically retain their basic composition for several years.

The rating of Russian cities differs markedly from the rating of its regions. Experts in
drawing up the rating drew attention to the income level of residents of a certain city, access to
education and medicine.

Also, the factors that constantly determine the comfort of the citizens' lives are taken into
account: the state of roads, the efficiency of public utilities, the availability of housing, and
much more. An important factor in assessing the rating of a certain city was the immigration
situation that developed in it.

Tyumen was in the first place for the second year in a row. The main advantages of
Tyumen are education, well-developed transport infrastructure, as well as high-quality work of
municipal services of the city. In addition, Tyumen is the oil capital of Russia, so there is a lot
of work here, and work is highly paid. A significant disadvantage of Tyumen is unfavorable for
the average Russian climate.
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
