and virgin steppe lands development along the newly built Tsarytsyn
fortification, in 1740-1760-s the tsar government recruited Ukrainian
tchoomaks for salt mining infrastructure on the lake Elton which was
one of the most profitable industries at that time in Russian Empire.

Of course, Ukrainians’ migration to Volga region and back to
Ukraine took place during all the XX century, and there are a lot of
political and economic factors: droughts in Volga steppes in 1920-s,
the famishment in Ukraine in 1930-s, wars, famine of the late 1940-
s, socialistic rebuilding of Stalingrad (Volgograd) plants after the
World War II and virgin lands development in Kazakhstan and Low
Volga region in 1950-60-s. The actual situation in the Eastern Ukraine
has also caused active Ukrainians’ migration from the zone of anti-
terroristic operation. A certain number of those migrants ended up in
Ukrainian settlements in Low Volga region.

Volgograd oblast Ukrainians’history and culture are an inalienable
part of the whole Ukrainian history and culture and an object of great
interest for our future research.

MIGRATION AS A FACTOR OF CULTURAL EXPORATION
OF THE LOWER DANUBE REGION IN EARLY
PREHISTORIC TIMES: TO PUR FORWARD THE
QUESTION

The role of migrations which took place in the Lower Danube re-
gion during the final Pleistocene — early Holocene in the process of
population of Danube-Dnister interfluves is discussed in the article.
The significance of these migrations for the further occupation in the
region under study, particularly, in respect with the global climate
change and peculiarities of paleogegoraphy of the region is analyred.
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Two main cultural phenomenon took place in the Ukrainian part of
the Lower Danube region during the Mesolithic period are discussed:
one is the Bilolissia culture of the Dryas IIl period and the second
is phenomenon of cultural junction of Grebeniki and Kukrek cultures
during the Boreal period of Holocene.

Both cases implied that the region was populated in the result of mi-
grations, while in the case of Bilolissya the source of migrations is lo-
cated to the West, in the Central Danubian area, and for the later period
areas of previous distribution of both cultural phenomena is identified
as the central part of the Ukrainian Black Sea steppe region. 1o the
contrast to the ‘western’ migrants of Bilolissia which represent only re-
stricted in time and space episode of occupation with no fundamental
consequences for further history of the region, Late Mesolithic represen-
tatives of ‘eastern’ Grebeniki and Kukren traditions have contributed a
lot to the further exploitation of the Lower Danube region, specifically,
to the transition to productive economy in the region under study.
