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SUMMARY

The present paper deals with the diachronic analysis of origin, development
and usage of the Continuous forms in English.

The aim of the paper is to trace the peculiarities of development and usage of
the Continuous forms in English during the three main historic periods.

The main tasks of the research are the following:

* To analyze the origin and development of the Continuous forms in Old
English;

* To describe development and usage of the Continuous forms in Middle
English;

» To consider peculiarities of usage of the Continuous forms in New English.

» To state the grammatical status of the Continuous forms, basing on historical
development and usage of the Continuous forms in English.

The following methods of scientific analysis have been employed in the
present research: the descriptive method, the quantitative-qualitative method, and
the comparative method.

The material for analysis has been taken from textbooks on the history of the
English language, as well as from original resources.

Structurally, the paper falls into the introduction, three chapters of the main
part, the conclusion, and the list of literature.

The introduction outlines the main aim and tasks of the research, as well as
the methods and the material of analysis. Here a brief review of the historical
periodization of English is given.

The first chapter contains historical background for the formation of the
Continuous forms in Old English.

The second chapter describes development and usage of the Continuous
forms in Middle English.



The third chapter considers peculiarities of usage of the Continuous forms in
the Early New English period.

The undertaken analysis has made it possible to draw the following
conclusions:

» the Continuous forms originated as far as in the Old English period,
firstly as a combination of forms of the verb beon with Participle 1.

* as a grammatical category, the Continuous forms were developing at
different rates in various dialects during the Old and middle English
periods;

* during middle English and Early New English periods the Continuous
forms co-existed with a similar verb + prepositional noun phrase
constructions (such as he was huntinge and he was on huntinge), due
to their outer similarity, syntactic and phonetic likeness, these two
constructions merged into one analytical verb form,

» the process of merging started in the London dialect, and then in
northern and southern dialects as well;

» the main meaning of the Continuous forms during the period of their

historic development is to express a durative action/state.

The results obtained in the research can be of use in the course of the history

of the English language teaching and at English grammar classes on tenses.
