THE PHENOMENON OF PHYSICAL PERFECTIONISM IN MODERN PSYCHOLOGY
The modern world provides continuous improvement and commitment of high level achievements in a strictly regulated

competitive environment. A successful activity directs personality to achieve high results, attracting the attention of research-
ers to the phenomenon of perfectionism. In psychology perfectionism is defined as the pursuit of perfection and impeccability
that involve excessive standards of actions coupled with a tendency to overly critical evaluation of people’s behavior, a ten-
dency to follow too high standards and to impose them to excessively high demands. The physical perfectionism is a high
attention to one’s body, a desire for conformity standards of physical beauty and an exceptionally painful attitude to any criti-
cism about one’s appearance. In foreign scientific literature the term "physical perfectionism™ or "body perfectionism" is hard-
ly used, and usually this phenomenon is not treated as a separate phenomenon, but as a component of the basic perfectionism.
In this context, many researchers point to a significant contribution of perfection attitudes to formation and support of various
disorders of eating behavior and readiness to appeal to plastic surgeons, and note the present perfectionism of men and women
in bodybuilding and taking steroids to build muscles. In addition, there is a layer of studies showing us various aspects of per-
fectionism with the body dissatisfaction in people of different age and sex groups. Despite the high relevance and practical
significance of the study of this phenomenon, it is still poorly understood both in domestic and foreign psychology. The phe-
nomenon of the perfectionism is an integrative personality characteristic that manifests itself in the pursuit of excellence, set-
ting high standards of representation and commitment to compliance standards, presenting high demands to people them-
selves and to others. The physical perfectionism is an independent phenomenon that requires a focused study. It is one of the
most common forms of general perfectionism and it has closer forms related with psychological distress, eating disorders and
a negative perception of an appearance in the modern society. The study of the phenomenon of the dissatisfaction with the
human body and the physical perfectionism are an urgent task of the modern psychological research.
