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Justice system is failing witnesses and victims of crime, say MPs

Public accounts committee report says courts and prisons are ‘overstretched
and disjointed’ and victims are subject to a postcode lottery for access to justice

Witnesses and victims of crime are being failed by a criminal justice
system that is approaching breaking point, parliament’s spending watchdog has
said.

The public accounts committee found that courts and prisons are
“bedevilled by long standing poor performance including delays and inefficiencies,
and costs are being shunted from one part of the system to another”.

The accused and their accusers experience vastly different systems, largely
dependent on where they live, according to a report released on Friday.

Meg Hillier MP, chair of the committee, said the government has
overlooked the consequences of cutbacks with the result that the system’s ability to
deliver justice is under threat.

“The system is overstretched and disjointed. Victims of crime are entitled
to justice yet they are at the mercy of a postcode lottery for access to that justice.

“About two-thirds of crown court trials are delayed or do not go ahead at
all and only 55% of those who have been a witness say they would be prepared to
do so again. These are damning statistics.

“The government has dragged its heels in addressing these problems. The
Ministry [of Justice] is now seeking to reform the system but there is more action it
can take immediately to benefit struggling regions, and therefore taxpayers,” she

said.
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Around two-thirds of trials in the crown court were delayed or did not go
ahead at all, the committee said.

A Dbacklog of 51,830 cases was awaiting a crown court hearing as of
September last year and the committee found the system was “not good enough” in
supporting victims and witnesses.

Just 55% of witnesses have said they would be prepared to do so again with
one in five made to wait four hours or more to give evidence in court.

Victims were also waiting longer for their day in court and faced a
postcode lottery in access to justice, the committee found.

An average 134-day wait between the case leaving the magistrates’ court
and the start of the crown court hearing was up from a 99-day average wait two
years ago.

Victims of crime in north Wales had a seven in 10 chance that their crown
court trial would go ahead but only a two in 10 chance in Greater Manchester,
official data showed.

The length of time victims were forced to wait between an offence being
committed and the conclusion of their case ranged from 243 days in Durham and
418 days in Sussex.

Examples of victims being sent conflating information on the same case by
different parts of the system were also found.

The government spends around £2bn a year on the criminal justice system,
which in the year to September 2015 saw 1.7m cases dealt with through the courts.

Government spending on the criminal justice system has fallen by 26% and
the number of Crown Prosecution Service (CPS) lawyers had dropped 27% since
2010, official figures show.

A Ministry of Justice spokesman said Michael Gove, the justice secretary,
has endorsed the view that the criminal justice system needs urgent reform and

welcomes the report.
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“That is why we have embarked on comprehensive measures to improve
our prisons and courts, backed by over £2bn of investment, to build a swifter, more
certain justice system.

“Our plans will bring modern technology into our courts to better meet the
needs of everyone who uses our services, and will replace ageing and ineffective

prisons with new buildings designed to support rehabilitation,” he said.

The last person to see British expat Patricia Wilson alive has described her
friend’s tumultuous relationship with the gardener accused of her murder - and
how she frantically searched the rural French house for signs of life after realising
she had gone missing.

Fiona McKinley, 61, who had a close relationship with Wilson, 58,
described how she grew increasingly worried when she could not contact her
friend, eventually using a spare key to enter her house, where she discovered pools
of blood.

Wilson’s relationship with her lover Jean-Louis Cayrou, 54, was initially
positive, but he “turned into a jealous, possessive person, who wanted her to
himself”, the Cour d’Assises de 1’ Aveyron in southern France heard.

The friends had returned together from England on 17 August 2012, but
Wilson failed to call McKinley as she had promised to the following day.

On 23 August, after failing to make contact, McKinley and a friend went to

the house, thinking Wilson might have “had too much to drink™.

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They checked upstairs and found no sign of her and realised the electricity
had been turned off.

Just weeks before, Wilson had called McKinley, telling her Cayrou had
broken into the house, cut the electricity and threatened her, she told the court.

“She told me on the Friday night, or Saturday morning, Jean-Louis had
arrived at her house, turned off the electricity, gone into her bedroom ... took a
cushion from downstairs, put it on the back of her head,” McKinley said.

“He was on top of her to hold her down, she tried to turn on the light, she
realised it would not work. She thought, | have to be calm, because otherwise
something horrible will happen to me.

“He said to her: ‘See, this i1s what could happen to you if you live in this
house by yourself.” She was terrified. Absolutely terrified.”

McKinley said the knowledge of this incident made her start “looking for a
body” with her friend, in the house, lake and compost heap outside. Two other
friends came to assist the search. The group found “blood everywhere” inside and
decided to call the police.

McKinley described Wilson as “loud, funny, strong-minded” and “fun to
be with”. She had moved to the Aveyron region with her partner Donald Marcus in
2008, but when he returned to England for medical treatment she became “lonely
and depressed”.

After meeting Cayrou, she returned to her “smiling, laughing, funny and
happy” self, McKinley said. But Cayrou was “clingy” and just three weeks after
they met, had asked Wilson to marry him, which was “ridiculous”, McKinley
added.

“I think he has two sides. He was very angry, possessive, he was jealous of
her few friends, he was jealous of the cats, he was jealous of the time she spent on
the computer,” she said. “He wanted to control her but she was not the kind of

person who could easily be controlled.”
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Gang-killing suspects ‘will be arrested soon’

Gardai are closing in on the people responsible for a spate of gangland
murders, according to the police chief who oversees the area where four of the
killings have taken place.

Pat Leahy, chief superintendent in the Dublin North Central Division, said
that “key people” suspected of involvement in the murders would be arrested soon.

“I am absolutely confident that we will be successful in these investigations
and we will be successful sooner rather than later in some of them,” Mr Leahy said
yesterday.

“People will realise An Garda Siochana have a serious capacity when it
comes to dealing with issues like this,” he told RTE’s News at One.

Gareth Hutch, the 35-year-old nephew of Gerry “The Monk™ Hutch, was
shot dead outside his flat on Cumberland Street North in Dublin on Tuesday. The
murder was the seventh in a dispute between the Hutch family and their associates
and the Kinahans, based in Spain.

Garda unions had challenged the government’s claims that they were
equipped to fight organised crime but Mr Leahy said that officers had a high
number of leads in relation to the murders. He also repeated the taoiseach’s claim
that the international element to the feud was making it more difficult for Irish
police to intervene.

“We would accept a lot of the activity is local. We are pursuing that at the
moment and there is absolutely an international connection to this,” he said.

Mr Leahy said that police stationed in the area had begun to take the issue
personally and were working on their rest days and reorganising shifts to ensure
that there was 24-hour cover.

“They feel they have a duty of care to the people in the area, they have skin

in the game around here,” he said.
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He said that a layered approach involving the organised crime unit, armed
patrols and community policing would be needed to solve the crimes and prevent
others. A restorative approach is also being developed with local partner groups to
build trust between residents and officers.

Five of the seven people killed in the escalating dispute were members or
associates of the Hutch family and Mr Leahy said that further potential victims had
been identified and were being offered protection.

He said that local police had mapped out potential victims and potential
assailants as part of its response.

Gareth Hutch had asked to be moved to a flat that was covered by CCTV
and that could not be accessed from the ground floor the day before he was shot
dead. After his murder a man who claimed that he was not involved in the shooting
turned himself in to the local police because he feared he would be targeted after
his house was raided.

Local politicans and community groups said that there was a growing sense
of fear in the area, even among people who had no connection with the feud.

Since the Regency Hotel shooting in February in which David Byrne, an
associate of the Kinahan gang, was murdered, friends and associates of the Hutch
family have been targeted.

Eddie Hutch Snr, a taxi driver and brother of Gerry Hutch, and Noel
Duggan, a close friend, are believed to have been killed because of their
relationships with Hutch and not because they were involved in any recent criminal
activity. Gerry Hutch is a well-known former gangster who claims that he no
longer has any involvement in crime.

Mr Leahy said: “We all know that you cannot protect everybody all of the
time. You can only put forward the level of protection that is commensurate with
what you are faced with, but if they are intent on committing the outrages which

they are engaged in it is really difficult to prevent.”
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Only one person has been charged in connection with the violence. Patrick
Hutch Jr was charged with the murder of David Byrne at the Regency Hotel in
Dublin and could be tried in the non-jury Special Criminal Court.

Garda unions said the force was under-resourced and ill-prepared to carry
out the intensive policing required to undermine the gangs’ operations.

Antoinette Cunningham, president of the Association of Garda Sergeants
and Inspectors, accused the government of not taking the issue of under-resourcing
and low morale in the force seriously. She said that Frances Fitzgerald, the justice
minister, needed to engage with the unions immediately and allow for direct pay
negotiations outside other public sector agreements.

“To date she has completely failed in her undertaking to complete a review
on garda pay which was promised under the Haddington Road Agreement in June
2014. This is further affecting morale, which is at an all-time low,” Ms
Cunningham said.

Ciaran O’Neill, president of the Garda Representative Association and a
member of the elite special detective unit, said that unless there was an accelerated
recruitment programme the numbers retiring in the next year would not be covered
by new personnel.

“There are only 600 new gardai proposed for this year but that won’t even
hit the number that must retire by June next year which is 800, or 1,500 could
retire by the end of this year if they wanted to,” Mr O’Neill said.

Mr O’Neill said that increased capacity at the garda training college in

Templemore could allow 600 extra police to be trained every year.

Justice is on the cards as tarot reader finds killer has something to

confess

A murderer was caught by a tarot card reader in Brighton after the killer

confessed when the cards he picked out included death, justice and the devil.
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The fortune teller, Jayne Braiden, phoned 999 and kept Star Randel-
Hanson, talking for an hour until police arrived after he admitted stabbing his
housemate Derick Marney, 70, a spiritualist.

Ms Braiden, 56, was later told that the officers took so long to arrive
because the call handler thought it was a hoax.

Describing the tarot reading with Randel-Hanson, 50, Ms Braiden, who has
owned the seafront shop JJ Tarot for more than 20 years, said: “The first was the
blasted tower which means falling out with someone, a really serious row. Then
there was the emperor, the dominant male. Then the devil card means obviously
something awful. He broke down and I said to him, ‘Look I can see here that this is
not good, you need to tell me everything, let’s talk’.

“He said, ‘It’s terrible, I killed him.” He told me that he killed him but he did
not mean to and it was awful.”

Among the ten cards chosen, Randel-Hanson is also understood to have
picked out death and justice.

Ms Braiden said that she told Randel-Hanson that she would have to call the
police and asked if he would mind, before stepping out of her shop to do so.

She called 999 at 3.42pm but police arrived at 4.44pm after the call handler
downgraded the call to a non-emergency. She was later told by officers that they
presumed it to be a hoax caller.

She added: “The call handler told me it would take up to 55 minutes. I said |
cannot hold him here. Then | came back and asked him if he wanted a drink. So |
went to the shop next door and said, ‘Don’t ask, but can I please have a bottle of
water’.

“I did not raise the alarm to anyone else [on the seafront] because they
would have panicked, so I did not say anything to anyone. It would have made the
situation worse. | gave him the water and then we sat chatting. | closed the top
door. I had my truncheon, given to me by a trusty police officer, and a screamer

alarm.”
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Ms Braiden said that she felt it was her duty to keep him there until police
arrived. She took notes as Randel-Hanson discussed his relationship with Mr
Marney and other parts of his life. Mr Marney was a spiritualist, medium and faith
healer who was well-known for his clairvoyant evenings.

Two police officers took away Randel-Hanson and officers later went
around to his flat and found Mr Marney’s body on the kitchen floor.

Randel-Hanson had stabbed his housemate and left his body on the kitchen
floor for ten days before walking into JJ Tarot. He was jailed for life with a
minimum of 15 years last week after being convicted of murder following a two-

week trial at Croydon crown court.

One of the most frustrating things about the helicopter-parenting
phenomenon is that hardly anyone seems to support it on principle. I don’t think
I’ve met anyone, parent or not, who disagrees that today’s kids have overly
structured lives. And to the extent this new lifestyle evolved to manage risk,

everyone seems to recognize it did so incoherently.

In no rational sense was it “risky” for 10-year-old me to travel alone to
school, from an affluent part of Toronto to an even more affluent part. It is
certainly less risky now: the murder rate for children is considerably lower today
than in the 1980s; the rates of accidental injury and death have plummeted.

And | think the media are getting better, too, at keeping risk in perspective.
If you’re 28 per cent more likely to die of X if you do Y, but your existing chances
of dying of X are one in a bajillion, then you ought to be informed of that.

Wednesday’s Toronto Star failed spectacularly in this regard. “Child
abduction data paint chilling portrait,” it reported on the front page. “Study sheds
light on violence against our most vulnerable.”

In red, there were some helpful stats: “3 hours” — the time within which
most “child victims were sexually abused and then killed”; “84 per cent” — the
number of victims who were girls; “11.6 years old” —the victims’ average age;
and “45 per cent” — the number abducted on a Friday or Saturday.

The Star provided no data whatsoever on how stranger abductions fit into
any bigger picture

The study, by the Canadian Centre for Child Protection, concerns
abduction and murder by strangers, which is the No. 1 risk North American society
has mismanaged for four decades. It is a tiny subsidiary risk of an already tiny one:

by my count roughly 99.999992 per cent of Canadian children are not murdered.
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Yet the Star provided no data whatsoever on how stranger abductions fit
into any bigger picture. Between 2000 and 2012, the biggest cause by far of death
among children under 15 was accidents (29 per cent). Next came cancer (16 per
cent); genetic conditions (nine per cent); suicide (four per cent); heart disease (3.4
per cent); and then homicide (3.1 per cent).

Over 41 years, the study identifies 155 victims under age 17 of a “stranger
or acquaintance” murder. That’s an average of 3.8 victims a year. Over that time,
the population of Canadian children has remained steady at around 6.5 million.
Anyone can do that math, surely.

Moreover, the number would have been even smaller than 3.8 had the
study used a different definition of “acquaintance,” such as the one found in any
dictionary. The study excluded all cases where the person responsible was a family
member living under the same roof as the child, and where the victim and assailant
were in a romantic relationship — but it did not exclude, say, friends of the family
or schoolmates, whom no one would describe as “‘strangers.”

A 2003 study by the RCMP’s missing children division looked at 80
reported cases of “stranger abductions,” defined as “anyone other than the
subject’s parent or guardian.” It found just two of the perpetrators met a definition
of stranger that you would find in the dictionary. The overwhelming majority of
people who kill children are family members or otherwise known to the victim.

To summarize, then: somewhere fewer than 3.8 children a year are
murdered by actual strangers, which is an insignificant subset of child murders,
which is an insignificant cause of child death, which is itself rare event. And by
studying this, the CCCP and the Star propose we can gain “valuable insight”?

Like what? What can we possibly do with the knowledge that kids are most
likely to be abducted on a summer Friday or Saturday, in the afternoon or evening,
while “in transit” from A to B, when they are very nearly guaranteed not to be
abducted on any day, at any time, doing any thing?

It would make far more sense to turn a suspicious eye on everyone we

know and love — and that would make no sense at all.

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Ethics committee recommends expelling Senator Don Meredith over

sex with teen

OTTAWA — The Senate ethics committee is recommending that disgraced
Sen. Don Meredith be expelled for engaging in a sexual relationship with a teenage

girl — the first such recommendation in the history of the upper chamber.

It’s now up to the full Senate to decide whether to accept or reject the
recommendation.

“He has brought disrepute to himself and to the institution,” the
committee’s recommendation reads.

“Your committee is of the opinion that Sen. Meredith’s misconduct has
demonstrated that he is unfit to serve as a senator. His presence in the chamber
would in itself discredit the institution.

“No lesser sanction than expulsion would repair the harm he has done to
the Senate.”

Meredith must be given five sitting days in which to respond to the
committee report, should he wish, so a vote on his fate can’t occur before next
Tuesday at the earliest.

The recommendation follows an explosive report from Senate ethics officer
Lyse Ricard earlier this year.

She concluded that Meredith, a 52-year-old, married, Pentecostal minister,
had begun a relationship with a 16-year-old girl that later became sexual; she also
found that Meredith had abused his position as a senator to take advantage of the
teen.

Meredith has called the affair a “moral failing” but insists he did not have
intercourse with the girl until after she turned 18 and has rejected fellow senators’
near-universal demand that he resign.

The Senate has never expelled a senator. But the general feeling in the
Senate — from senators to a number of female staffers — has long been that

Meredith is no longer welcome.
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Prior to Tuesday’s report, experts said Sec. 18 of the Constitution says both
the Senate and the House of Commons have the same powers as the British House
of Commons, which can expel a member and declare their seat vacant.

Meredith has publicly apologized to his family, his fellow senators, the
woman in question — known only as Ms. M — and to all Canadians, hoping the
contrition would be enough for him to hold on to his Senate seat.

“This is a moral failing on my part,” Meredith said in March in an
interview with The Canadian Press, with his lawyer in attendance. “As a human

being, | made a grave error in judgment, in my interactions. For that I am deeply

sorTy.

The Senate ethics report found Meredith, 52, had sex with the woman once
before she turned 18 and twice afterward, and also engaged her in explicit online
chats.

Ricard ruled that Meredith used his position as senator improperly, and that
he failed to uphold the “highest standards of dignity inherent to the position of

senator” in violating the Senate’s ethics code.
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Inquest jury in police shooting death urges training cops on ‘unconscious
bias’
Recommendations in Jermaine Carby coroner’s inquest open a door for

more reflection on the role racial bias plays in police behaviour.

After a three-week hearing that delved into issues of racial profiling and
“carding,” the jury atthe Jermaine Carby coroner’s inquest has returned 14
recommendations, some aimed at combating officers’ unconscious bias.

The five-member jury also determined that Carby’s September 2014 police
shooting death was a homicide. Jury members heard that at the time of his death,
Carby — a 33-year-old black man — was struggling with mental health issues.
The case stood the risk of being ruled a suicide-by-cop.

“We know for a fact that Jermaine didn’t want to die that night,” said La
Tanya Grant, Carby’s cousin, adding that Carby’s family will be pleased the jury
did not rule his death was suicide.

The finding does not bring any criminal consequence for Peel Regional
Police Const. Ryan Reid, the officer who pulled the trigger, or any officers
involved in the shooting. The purpose of a coroner’s inquest is not to assign blame
but to determine who died and by what means.

Jury members then typically make recommendations to avoid future
fatalities.

The most important recommendations in this case concern unconscious
bias and racial profiling, according to the Carby family lawyer, Faisal Mirza.

The jury recommended that the Ontario Police College — which trains all
police recruits in the province — and Peel Regional Police use the circumstances
of Carby’s death in training scenarios to illustrate issues of unconscious bias,

particularly in cases of police traffic stops.

They also recommended the police college and Peel police develop a
method to objectively measure the effectiveness of training, not just on
unconscious bias, but also on mental health issues, de-escalation in crisis

situations, and use of force.

York police arrest 104 after officers pose as child sex workers

Four-year operation, dubbed Project Raphael, zeroed in on men who sought

sex with girls they believed were between 13 and 16 years old.

York Regional Police say an undercover operation has resulted in the arrests
of dozens of men who sought to buy sex with children over the internet.

“We stopped 104 men from purchasing 104 children,” Det. Sgt. Thai Truong
told a news conference Friday.

The four-year operation, dubbed Project Raphael, zeroed in on men who
sought sex with girls they believed were between 13 and 16 years old.

Most of the would-be customers lived in other parts of the GTA and Ontario,
but the alleged offences occurred in York Region, police said.

The men, who ranged in age from 21 to 71, offered to pay between $80 and
$300 for encounters of between 30 and 60 minutes with the children.

“Unfortunately, there was a lot of married men,” Truong said. “Occupations
from all walks of life, ethnicities from all walks of life.”

Officers posing as underage sex workers chatted online with the men, who
were then charged with offences including communicating for the purposes of
obtaining sexual services of a person under 18, and internet luring.

“When they arrived to essentially complete the transaction, they were
arrested,” Truong said.

Punishments ranged from three to seven months custody for first offenders.

They received fines and probation, and their names were entered on a sex-
offender registry.

Their names were also made public.
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Truong said the investigation also brought police into contact with 85 girls
who were involved in the sex trade online. Many of them showed signs of physical
abuse.

“The world of human trafficking is an ugly world,” he said. “We see a lot of
lives destroyed.”

Forty-nine of their pimps were charged, Truong said.

“We will continue to do whatever we can to rescue the victims of this
horrible crime,” Deputy Chief Tom Carrique said.

“We found that the average age of entering into prostitution was 14.8,”
Truong said. “That was a big concern for us.”

He noted that pimps use social media to connect girls with customers, and
urged parents to monitor their children’s online activity.

“The pimp will target vulnerable girls,” Truong said. “If the child has

parental supervision, they have an advantage.”
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SUMMARY

The present investigation deals with the study of finite and non-finite
English verbs in the context of the Canadian and British criminal articles.

The choice of the subject is determined by the necessity of a complex
analysis of the functioning of finite and non-finite verbs in English-speaking
newspaper articles. Moreover, there are a number of problems to be solved that are
connected with the non-finite verbs (the gerund, the infinitive, the participle) on
different levels of the language system, which, taken together, contribute to the
necessity of the investigation presented here.

The subject-matter of the research is functional and pragmatic
characteristics of the verb forms in the English newspaper text.

The aim of the paper is to determine the concept of finite and non-finite verb
forms and describe their peculiarities of usage in the British and Canadian
newspapers.

To achieve the aim and solve a number of tasks set up in our paper, we used
the following methods of scientific research — description, comparison, stylistic
analysis, contextual analysis and quantitative analysis.

The material for analysis included British and Canadian newspapers («THE
GUARDIAN», «THE TIMES» and «<NATIONAL POST», «TORRONTO STAR»
respectively), from which we consecutively selected 2190 verbs for detailed
examination.

The theoretical foundation of the present research was constituted by
works of home and foreign scientists (altogether 54 positions in the list of
Literature).

The research undertaken has revealed a few interesting phenomena and
made it possible to draw a number of conclusions, among the most important of
which are the following:

1. British and Canadian journalists tend to use finite verb forms equally

often, but the difference between the frequency of Active and Passive forms is
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more evident in the articles of Canada (83% of Active forms in British variant and
91% in Canadian).

2. Though the frequency of the use of finite verb forms is generally equal in
British and Canadian newspaper articles, their structure is different. According to
the frequency, Past Simple takes the first place in British articles and is followed
by Present Simple (61% and 20% respectively), whereas Canadian journalists tend
to use Present Simple more often than Past Simple (48% and 35% respectively).
Other tenses are made use of equally in both types of newspapers.

3. Passive voice is used equally in the two types of newspaper articles (17%
and 9% of total use of finite verb forms), and both of them prefer using Past
Simple as their main Passive form.

4. The use of non-finite verb forms can be considered equal (35% and
37.5%) in both types of newspapers but the structure in this case is also different.
British authors use Participle | as their main verb form (36% in comparison with
28%) while Canadian journalists prefer the Infinitive (36%). The third place comes
to Participle Il (20% and 23%) and the last one is Gerund (14% and 13%).

Further research within the chosen subject should be conducted on a
wider scope of factual material for a deeper study of the verb forms in other types
of thematic newspaper articles. Due to the limitations of our research strategy, the
future research suggestion includes taking into consideration more variants of the

English language across the world.
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
