In the article the problem of definition of a specific object of diversion is investigated. The
existing in the science of domestic criminal law versions of the classification of crimes against

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the bases of national security are analyzed, each of which indicates the belonging of the sabotage
to the corresponding type of such crimes. So, in the science of criminal law it is considered
that diversion belongs to a group of crimes encroaching on the economic security of Ukraine.
However, such a statement does not mean at all that the presence of sabotage in such a group
of crimes seems indisputable. On the contrary, in this case it can be assumed that diversion is
no less a threat to internal security than to the state’s security in the sphere of the economy. For
this purpose, some theoretical propositions have been explored regarding the establishment of
the essential characterization of the concept of “economic security”. Thus, according to some
researchers, the concept of economic security in its most general form means the possibility and
readiness of the economy to ensure decent living and personal development, socio-economic and
military-political stability of society and the state, to resist the influence of internal and external
threats and is the material basis of the national Security in general and all its components (food,
energy, scientific and technical, demographic, environmental, etc.). According to another version,
economic security is a state of the economy and institutions of power, which ensures guaranteed
protection of national interests, social policy orientation, sufficient defense potential, even under
unfavorable conditions for the development of internal and external processes. Similar provisions
indicate that economic security itself can be subject to Both internal and external threats, which
gives reason to believe about a kind of its intermediate position and, possibly, the allocation To
some extent into a separate, special kind of security. However, analyzing the provisions on the
essential characterization of such a phenomenon, one can come to the conclusion that nevertheless
internal processes (food, energy, scientific and technical, demographic, environmental policy of
the state, etc.) form a greater degree of its condition.

In view of the presented provisions, the question arises as to whether it is expedient to
consolidate sabotage into a separate type - crimes against economic security. In confirmation of
this thesis, the judgments of well-known researchers in this field are presented, according to which
the internal security of the state, which is expressed in the safety of life and health of citizens,
in the security of state communications, industrial potential ..., or ... the economic basis, internal
security of Ukraine, and The additional object of the crime is life, human health, environmental
safety, etc. In this case it is not difficult to see that this confirms the direct relationship of sabotage
to the internal security of the state.

Based on the foregoing, we can assume that economic security is derived from a more
capacious and voluminous in its form and content - internal security. In other words, economic
security can be represented as an integral part, an obligatory element of internal security.
