Dilay 1. Concepts CLEVERNESS and STUPIDITY in the conceptual picture of'the
world of English native speakers

The paper focuses on the verbalization of'the concepts CLEVERNESS and STUPID-
ITY both synchronically and diachronically and establishes the source domains of CLEV-
ERNESS and STUPIDITY as the target ones.
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
