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Abstract.

Relevance. One of the most significant contemporary philosophical and humanitarian turns, the “Spatial Turn,”
actualizes a rethinking of the origins of the concept of “sacred space” as a space of shared existence, within which the
experience of sacred structure and cosmic order is encoded and transmitted to future generations through symbolic means.
This article builds upon the research initiated in our previous publications and demonstrates that, despite the spatial and
temporal diversity and a wide range of modern interdisciplinary approaches and methodologies, cosmological models of
architecture and urban planning are based on the worldview principles of the cosmological model of the primary sacred
space.

The purpose of the article is to identify and provide a conceptual substantiation of the philosophical foundations of the
primary sacred space.

Results. The following results were obtained:

1) The core of the “sacred space” concept was clarified.

2) The distinction between cosmized space, model and sacred space was demonstrated.

3) The cosmological model of the World Pillar (Latin: Axis mundi), its ontological and conceptual principles were
determined.

4) The symbolic function of “sacred space” was revealed.

5) The connection between the cosmological model of the primary sacred space and the cosmological models of
architecture and urban planning was established.

Conclusions. The philosophical principles of the cosmological model of the primary sacred space are rooted in the
concept of a sacred center and the symbolic interpretation of the cosmic order as a cosmic trinity. Our hypothesis is that the
cosmological model of the primary sacred space is an archaic, planar, two-dimensional model that serves as the foundation
of the worldview principles of cosmological models of architecture and urban planning.
