Rhizogenezis of Buxus sempervirens stem cuttings by root stimulators

It is shown that stimulants «Charkor» and «Radifarmy increased the number of
roots of Buxus sempervirens cuttings in 2 - 2.5 times compared with control. It is noted
that the number of formed roots is inversely related to the degree of callus development.
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
