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SUMMARY
The theme of the specialist paper is “The characters of the postwar generation
in Frances Scott Fitzgerald’s and Ernest Hemingway's works ("The Great Gatsby",

"Fiesta")”.
The investigation is based on the following tasks that have been set:

e to consider the works of F.S Fitzgerald and E. Hemingway literature in the
context of literature of "the lost generation";

e to compare the European and American options of perception of the tragedy of
"the lost generation™;

e to determine the values of American society by the example of the novel "The
Great Gatsby " and the essay " Echoes of the Jazz Age ";

e to consider the image of the "lost generation” in the E. Hemingway's novel
"Fiesta™;

e to compare Jake Barnes and Jay Gatsby 's images in novels which are

analyzed.

The specialist thesis consists of the Introduction, three Chapters, Conclusion
and the List of Cited Literature. In Introduction the topic of our work, topicality,
purpose and objectives are formulated. In the first chapter we dwell upon the
American and European options of literature of "the lost generation”. In the second
chapter we analyzed the “Jazz Age” and the face of generation in the
F.S. Fitzgerald’s novel “The Great Gatsby”. In the third chapter we analyzed the
tragedy of "the lost generation” on the basis of Hemingway's novel "Fiesta". The list
of cited literature comprises 59 elements.

In the novel "The Great Gatsby" Fitzgerald presents a portrait of a generation
of Americans who were the personification of "commercial” version of the
"American Dream". If Gatsby combined multi-vector aspirations (wealth + love for
Daisy), the "rich" are distinguished by confidence, belief in own exclusiveness,

physical strength, individualism. The image of Gatsby coexist opposing features —
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dreaminess, romance and pragmatism, rationalism. Gatsby tragedy is that a
combination of different poles of his character appears viable.

In the novel "Fiesta" Ernest Hemingway also wrote about “the lost
generation”, but in his own way. In early career Ernest Hemingway produces its own
code of perceiving the world, he emphasizes stoicism of human "life on the edge."
Unlike the heroes of F. S. Fitzgerald (who are living with feelings and dreams)
E. Hemingway’s heroes are brave, laconic capable, decent carry physical pain and
blows of fate. In the novel talking about courage of the writer Jake Barnes. He's
looking for that for which it makes sense to live. E. Hemingway wanted to show how
his character, who was mutilated in the war, tried to find the strength and health in
communion with nature and friends. Unlike Jake Barnes, Gatsby can be called
romantic — he is naive, honest, believes in the "green light".

F. S. Fitzgerald’s and E. Hemingway's works unite a protest against war, and
the theme of disappointment in a capitalist civilization. Their heroes try to find new,
alternative points of support that haven't been destroyed by war.

Hemingway does not stop at describing the burning of life, and realizing all
the idyllicity of the "jazz age", the impracticability of a dream, breaks with it and

goes further while Fitzgerald continues to beat it on the subsequent heroes.
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
